Homework:  Must complete 100% of all workbook assignments

Acolyte:  Must regularly serve as acolyte for two years

Final Project:  Must complete a final project that publicly expresses “What My Faith Means to Me”

For Parents

Class Attendance:  Attend one class with your child each unit (3). You may come either Sunday morning or Thursday evening. This helps foster understanding, support and encourages your child in their efforts.

We understand that your child may be involved in many activities both in school and with sports or extracurricular organizations. While these are important, confirmation is also important. The homework, tests, and memory work for Confirmation classes is designed not to overwhelm your child. If your child completes all of the weekly work on time, and pays attention/takes notes in class, they will get much more out of Confirmation and it will not be too difficult. 
A binder will be kept in the church office with a tab for your child’s progress. Please feel free to review this information regularly to keep track of how he or she is doing in class. Parents should also meet briefly with Linda Brailey at the end of each unit to review their student’s progress.
